NOTICE OF HEARING TO ADOPT PROPOSED SGMA FEE

In compliance with California State Law, notice is hereby given that the Glenn Groundwater Authority (GGA)
Groundwater Sustainability Agency (GSA) will hold a public hearing on: August 5, 2024 at the Glenn County Planning
and Community Development Services Agency Conference Room, 225 North Tehama Street, Willows, CA 95988 at
1:30 p.m. to consider the adoption of a Sustainable Groundwater Management Act (SGMA) fee starting in Fiscal
Year 2024-25 for GGA operations and implementation of the COLUSA SUBBASIN Groundwater Sustainability Plan
(GSP) as required by the State of California and SGMA.

Background:

The GGA is a Groundwater Sustainability Agency formed through a Joint Powers Agreement to comply with the
requirements of SGMA for that portion of the Colusa Groundwater Subbasin underlying GLENN COUNTY. The GGA
area is described in California Department of Water Resources Bulletin 118 (2020), Sacramento Valley Groundwater
Basin, Colusa Subbasin, Number 5-021.52 which is classified as a High Priority Subbasin comprised of approximately
723,823 total acres, of which approximately 306,000 acres are within the GGA service area. As required by SGMA,
the GGA adopted a GSP in 2022 in collaboration with the Colusa Groundwater Authority. The GSP was revised and
resubmitted in April 2024. The GSAs are responsible for implementing that GSP as required by law to prevent the
State of California from stepping in to manage the local groundwater basin and corresponding groundwater
resources.

Basis of Proposed Fee:

To provide local groundwater management, sustainability, and SGMA compliance, the GGA must annually monitor
and report groundwater conditions to the State, prepare required periodic evaluations and potential updates to the
GSP, conduct required coordination among GSAs in the Sacramento Valley Groundwater Basin, and maintain GSA
operations. GSA operations include but are not limited to legal, technical and administration costs (including
consultant services, insurance, office and outreach materials, and accounting).

The proposed fee is a regulatory fee pursuant to the authority under SGMA. California Water Code Section 10730
provides authority for the GGA to impose Fees to support GSA administration, GSP implementation, and SGMA
compliance. The GGA has reviewed the available options to fund the GSA and associated activities over the next five
years as explained and documented in the June 2024 SGMA Fee Report.

The service of local groundwater management requires a funding mechanism to cover the cost of groundwater
management, GSA administration, GSP implementation, and SGMA compliance, including groundwater monitoring,
preparation of annual reports, and regulatory compliance activities to ensure that the GGA is sustainable over the
long term, as required by SGMA. Each acre in the GGA is required to be managed by a GSP, and land within the
Glenn County portion of the Subbasin receives the local management services of the GGA. Ensuring sustainability
will allow the GGA to maintain local control and avoid State intervention and operation of the Subbasin, which
would result in State fees and reporting requirements on a basin-wide scale. If the State Water Resources Control
Board intervenes in the GGA operations, it may impose annual fees per well plus a fee per acre-foot of pumped
water per well and require annual reporting of extractions to the State. For more information: SGMA Reporting
and Fees | California State Water Resources Control Board. Implementing the proposed fee allows the GSA to
provide groundwater management services and ensures a more tailored and locally managed option for managing
the GGA while maintaining SGMA compliance for all landowners.




Proposed SGMA Fee:

The proposed SGMA fees fund the service of groundwater management including GSA operations and
implementation of the GSP and compliance with SGMA. The SGMA fee is based on land use and charged per acre
based on each parcel’s classification. There are four proposed land use classifications, the maximum fee rate for
each is as follows: $0.63 per dryland acre, $3.06 per surface water user acre, $7.18 per groundwater user acre, and
$3.87 per urban are user acre (in 2024 dollars, including inflation, for the subsequent four years). The proposed fee,
if approved, will become effective for the 2024-25 fiscal year (beginning July 1, 2024), with the first payment due in
December 2024 through the Glenn County property tax bill or billed directly by the GGA. The actual amount of the
fee will be set by Resolution of the GGA but cannot exceed the maximum per acre fee specified above, including
the inflation factor, absent a subsequent fee setting proceeding.

Each parcel subject to the fee will be assigned a single user classification and will only be charged one of these rates
with the initial classification as specified on the accompanying cover sheet.

Public Hearing and Majority Protest:
Under the California State law, owners of land subject to the proposed fee have the right to protest its adoption. If
you have received this notice, one or more parcels under your ownership will be subject to the proposed fee. If the
identified parcel has more than one record owner only one written protest will be counted. In the event of a majority
protest, the fee will not be instituted.

Landowners desiring to protest the proposed GGA fee should send their written protest prior to the public hearing
to: GLENN GROUNDWATER AUTHORITY, PO Box 2000, Willows, CA 95988, or_ in person at the public hearing on
August 5, 2024 at 1:30 p.m., so long as the protest is received prior to the close of the public hearing. Protests
submitted by e-mail, fax, or other electronic means are not valid and will not be counted as a protest.

tarifa de la Ley de Gestion Sostenible de Aguas Subterraneas (SGMA, por sus siglas en inglés) a partir del afio fiscal 2024-
2025 para las operaciones de GGA y la implementacion del Plan de Sostenibilidad de Aguas Subterraneas (GSP, por sus
siglas en inglés) de la SUBCUENCA COLUSA, segun lo exigen el Estado de California y la SGMA.

Antecedentes:

La GGA es una Agencia de Sostenibilidad de Aguas Subterraneas formada a través de un Acuerdo de Poderes
Conjuntos para cumplir con los requisitos de SGMA para esa parte de la Subcuenca de Aguas Subterraneas de Colusa
subyacente al CONDADO DE GLONN. El area de GGA se describe en el Boletin 118 (2020) del Departamento de
Recursos Hidricos de California, la cuenca de Aguas Subterraneas del Valle de Sacramento, la subcuenca Colusa,
Numero 5-021.52, se clasifica como una Subcuenca de Alta Prioridad compuesta por aproximadamente 723,823
acres totales, de los cuales aproximadamente 306,000 acres se encuentran dentro del area de servicio de GGA. Tal
y como exige la SGMA, la GGA adopté un GSP en 2022 en colaboracion con la Autoridad de Aguas Subterraneas de
Colusa. El GSP se reviso y volvié a presentar en abril de 2024. Las GSAs son responsables de implementar ese GSP
segun lo exige la ley para evitar que el Estado de California intervenga en la gestion de la cuenca de agua subterranea
local y los recursos de agua subterranea correspondientes.

Base de la tarifa propuesta:

Para proporcionar la gestion local de las aguas subterraneas, la sostenibilidad y el cumplimiento de la SGMA, la GGA
debe monitorear e informar anualmente las condiciones de las aguas subterraneas al Estado, preparar las
evaluaciones periddicas requeridas y las posibles actualizaciones del GSP, llevar a cabo la coordinacién requerida
entre las GSAs en la Cuenca de Aguas Subterraneas del Valle de Sacramento y mantener las operaciones de la GSA.
Las operaciones de la GSA incluyen, entre otros, los costos legales, técnicos y administrativos (incluidos los servicios
de consultoria, los seguros, los materiales de oficina y divulgacion, y la contabilidad).

La tarifa propuesta es una tarifa regulatoria de conformidad con la autoridad de la SGMA. La Seccién 10730 del
Cédigo de Aguas de California otorga autoridad a la GGA para imponer tarifas para respaldar la administracién de la
GSA, la implementacién del GSP y el cumplimiento de la SGMA. La GGA ha revisado las opciones disponibles para
financiar la GSA y las actividades asociadas durante los préximos cinco afios, como se explica y documenta en el
Informe de tarifas de la SGMA de junio de 2024.

El servicio de gestién de aguas subterraneas locales requiere un mecanismo de financiacién para cubrir el costo de
la gestion de las aguas subterraneas, la administracion de la GSA, la implementacion de las GSP y el cumplimiento de
la SGMA, incluido el monitoreo de las aguas subterraneas, la preparacion de informes anuales y las actividades de
cumplimiento normativo para garantizar que la GGA sea sostenible a largo plazo, como lo exige la SGMA. Se requiere
que cada acre en la GGA sea administrado por un GSP y la tierra dentro de la parte de la Subcuenca-del Condado de-- —
Glenn recibe los servicios de administracién local de la GGA. Garantizar la sostenibilidad permitira a la GGA mantener
el control local y evitar la intervencion y operacién estatal de la subcuenca, lo que daria lugar a tarifas estatales y
requisitos de informacion a escala de toda la cuenca. Si la Junta Estatal de Control de Recursos Hidricos interviene
en las operaciones de GGA, puede imponer tarifas anuales por pozo mas una tarifa por acre-pie de agua bombeada
por pozo y exigir informes anuales de las extracciones al Estado. Para obtener mds informacion: Informes y tarifas
de SGMA | Junta de Control de Recursos Hidricos del Estado de California. La implementacion de la tarifa
propuesta permite a la GSA proporcionar servicios de gestion de aguas subterraneas y garantiza una opcién mas
personalizada y administrada localmente para administrar la GGA, al tiempo que mantiene el cumplimiento de la
SGMA para todos los propietarios de tierras.

Tarifa SGMA propuesta:

Las tarifas propuestas por la SGMA financian el servicio de gestion de las aguas subterraneas, incluidas las operaciones
de la GSA y la aplicacién del GSP y el cumplimiento de la SGMA. La tarifa SGMA se basa en el uso de la tierra y se cobra
por acre segtn la clasificacion de cada parcela. Hay cuatro clasificaciones de uso de la tierra propuestas, las tarifas
maximas para cada una son las siguientes: $0.63 por acre de tierra seca, $3.06 por acre de usuario de agua superficial,
$7.18 por acre de usuario de agua subterrdnea y $3.87 por acre de usuario urbano (en délares de 2024, incluida la
inflacién, para los cuatro afios siguientes). La tarifa propuesta, si se aprueba, entrara en vigencia para el afio fiscal 2024-



2025 (que comienza el 1 de julio de 2024), y el primer pago vence en diciembre de 2024 a través de la factura del
impuesto a la propiedad del condado de Glenn o facturado directamente por la GGA. El monto real de la tarifa se
establecera mediante Resolucién de la GGA, pero no puede exceder la tarifa maxima por acre especificada
anteriormente, incluido el factor de inflacién, en ausencia de un procedimiento posterior de fijacion de tarifas.

A cada parcela sujeta a la tarifa se le asignara una Unica clasificacion de usuario y solo se le cobrara una de estas
tarifas con la clasificacion inicial especificada en la caratula adjunta.
