A RESOLUTION OF THE ORLAND CEMETERY DISTRICT AUTHORIZING PARTICIPATION IN THE UNITED STATES ARMY DONATION PROGRAM FOR THE ACQUISITION AND DISPLAY OF DECOMMISSIONED MILITARY EQUIPMENT
WHEREAS, the United States Army Donation Program provides surplus military equipment to qualified organizations for public display in recognition of military service; and
WHEREAS, the Orland Cemetery District (“District”) desires to participate in this program to obtain a piece of decommissioned combat material for commemorative purposes; and
WHEREAS, the District proposes to install and display said equipment at the IOOF Cemetery, located at 3900 County Road P, Orland, California 95963; and
WHEREAS, the District acknowledges and accepts full responsibility for the installation, maintenance, preservation, security, and public safety of the display item in accordance with all applicable program requirements, laws, and regulations; and
WHEREAS, the District agrees to assume all costs associated with acquiring, transporting, installing, and maintaining the equipment; and
WHEREAS, the District is committed to ensuring that the display is maintained in a respectful, dignified, and safe condition consistent with the intent of honoring military service; and
WHEREAS, the District currently inters over 1,400 veterans, and the proposed display will serve as a meaningful and lasting tribute to their service and sacrifice; and
WHEREAS, this project holds special significance as the Orland Cemetery District approaches its 100-year anniversary in 2027;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Trustees of the Orland Cemetery District as follows:
1. Authorization of Participation:
The District hereby authorizes participation in the United States Army Donation Program for the purpose of acquiring decommissioned military equipment for public display. 

2. Acceptance of Responsibility:
The District formally accepts full responsibility for the installation, maintenance, repair, preservation, security, and safety of the donated equipment for the duration of its display. 

3. Financial Commitment:
The District agrees to bear all costs associated with the acquisition, transportation, installation, and ongoing maintenance of the equipment without reliance on the United States Army. 

4. Display Location:
The equipment shall be installed and displayed at IOOF Cemetery, located at 3900 County Road P, Orland, California 95963. 

5. Compliance:
The District shall comply with all requirements, conditions, and guidelines established by the United States Army Donation Program and any other applicable federal, state, and local regulations. 

6. Purpose and Intent:
The display shall serve as a permanent tribute to the veterans interred within the District and as a commemorative feature in recognition of the District’s centennial anniversary in 2027.
